*Please note: The children will go outside every day (weather permitting). Please be 
sure that your child has appropriate clothes for the weather. Your child may bring play 
clothes to change into if he or she desires. Non-scuff shoes must be worn at all times.

H O M E WO R K  /  Q U I E T  T I M E
We have found with a three-hour after-school program it is in the 
best interest of the children to provide 30 minutes of supervised quiet 
/ homework time each day. 

If a child does not have homework, he/she is asked to quietly read 
or do a quiet academic activity. Parents are asked to encourage their 
children to work diligently at completing homework during this time 
or bring a book to read in case they have no homework.

Kindergarten students are taken to a separate area from the group 
working on homework for supervised activities. 
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
