WEDNESDAY, AUGUST 30 – HALF DAY 
 First day of school for Kindergarteners only.  To help children acclimate, this will be a HALF DAY. 

 ON AUGUST 30 ONLY, Kindergarten students will arrive between 8:30 and 8:45 am, after our regular drop-off 
time.  This will allow time for saying goodbyes in our “hug zone” outside our main entrance before our 
Kindergarten team takes children to classrooms.  Look for your child’s teacher and teaching assistants holding 
signs indicating where each class should meet near the main entrance / Jesus statue. 

 If your Kindergartener will ride the bus to school during the first week of school, please email his/her teacher so 
arrangements can be made to assist your child in getting to the classroom.
